Meals include paw-lickin’ pizzas, 
Fido’s own fast-food section and 
the ever popular doggy ice-cream.

Some of the dishes – such as the 
tempting beef and black bean stew 
– are even crafted for humans and 
dogs to woof down together.

Kennel owner-turned-author 
Marjorie Walsh was inspired to 
become a canine cook after being 

disappointed by the poor quality 
of ingredients found in canned 
pet food.

She said: ‘I was dismayed by the 
by-products and derivatives to be 
found in commercial pet food, so 
I decided to improve the diet of 
our bull terriers by basing their 
food on what we eat.

‘I made sure it was nutritionally 
balanced to the established guide-
lines for dogs. As a result of recipes 

containing fresh meat, fish, eggs, 
cereal and vegetables, our dogs have 
developed better coats, more energy 
and a better digestive system.’

Mrs Walsh, who runs an elite  
dog resort in Whitecroft, near 
Worcester, said the recipes were 
designed to be served as an occas
ional treat for pets rather than a 
permanent diet.

Other dishes in Cooking For 
Dogs, priced £7.99, include salmon 
stroganoff, cheesy beef bites and 
braised squash with green lentils. 
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
